· August 13, 2024 Primary Election Results:  55 voters total, 2 absentees.  No issues or concerns during election.  Will be seeking additional help for November election and clerk to act as greeter for this election.

· Lien Road cars/property update- Chairman drove by property on Lien Road where several cars are located and no change since letter sent.  Town discussed writing additional letter with date for this to be completed or town will take action to clear these with any incurred expenses be placed on property owner.  A family member of the property owner did call Chairman and indicated they would be taking care of this, but no change since this conversation.  
· Additional concerns brought forward by a resident on Lien Road regarding neighbor building on his property without permits.  Large trees placed on side of road also caused road to wash out.  Recommendation for assessor to look at the property for any changes.  Treasurer to contact assessor, Bob Irwin to discuss.

· American Waterworks- Leroy Young-Appears to be completing some water updates to existing home. Motion made to approve permit:  Dave Brown.  Second:  Tom Clark.  Motion Carried.
· Levi Miller- Request to building 24’X32’ hay barn.  Land use permit provided.  Motion made to approve permit:  Tom Clark.  Second:  Dave Brown.  Motion Carried. 
· Jeff and Kris Busse- Request to build storage shed.  No land use permit provided.  Motion made contingent upon receipt of land use permit:  Tom Clark.  Second:  Dave Brown.  Motion Carried.
· Daniel Borntreger- Request to build a barn.  NO land use permit provided.  Has been in contact with the county as they are requiring land to be surveyed as the property is too close to another property line, both properties owned by Mr. Borntreger.  Motion made to approve permit contingent upon receipt of land use permit:  Tom Clark.  Second:  Dave Brown.  Motion Carried.
· Joseph Gingerich- Request to construct 30’X50’ storage.  Land use permit provided.  Motion made to approve administrative permit:  Tom Clark.  Second:  Dave Brown.  Motion Carried.
· Monroe Lehman- Talked with Chairman regarding permit for construction and was given an application.  This was not received.

· Styrofoam Inquiry- Review of e-mail from Hilltopper regarding Styrofoam recycling.  Tom Clark will contact Brandon Knudtson with Hilltopper to inquire further about the program.
· Maintenance Updates/Road & Equipment Reports
· Dwight Tjerstad Report- Completing mowing operations throughout the township.  Utilized grader once since having issues and did have to run at ½ throttle due to equipment issues.  Dwight has inquired about repairs but did not obtain an estimate.  Will obtain a few estimates to consider in the future as repair will be needed.
· Log truck traveling on Roseland Road with large loads.  Concerns over the weight and condition of the road.  Discussed adding a weight restriction to Roseland Road.  Class B restriction (48,000) to be posted and enforced on Roseland Road.  Dwight to order and post.
