· Dwight to contact locksmith to change out locks for all exit doors at the Town Hall/Garage as well as recycling center locks and compactor lock. · Dwight Tjerstad Report- Working on obtaining prices for gravel as well as trucking costs.  Obtained a bid from Fahrner for chip sealing on Blackberry Road- Proposed cost of $17,550.00 to complete this project.
